As 
it started to get darker the aces started to pile 
up, as the Dutch scored one in the top of 
their half of the 9th to take a 15-11 lead.  
 
The Muffins tallied two in their half and had 
runners on 1st and 3rd bases but couldn’t 
quite bring them home.  The Plain City Nine 
held on to win 15-13.  Some fine manly 
catches were made by both sides in almost 
total darkness in the last two or 3 innings. 
 
A very appreciative throng of cranks 
attended the game.  As the game progressed, 
the crowd grew, requiring an additional 5  
sets of bleachers to be brought in.
